Sell Your Printed Work at Readercon 19
Here's what you need to know about selling your work at the Broad Universe Dealer's Room table at Readercon 19, Burlington, MA, July 17-20, 2008.

Authors must be female members of BU at the $30/year level. If you are not currently a member, a Level 1 membership may be completed when you drop off your books. Going to the website in advance would save time and confusion as the boxes get opened so, if you need to re-up, or join for the first time, please do it using the link on the BU website, http://www.broaduniverse.org.  The membership year is June 1 to May 31. Check on your membership status by sending an inquiry to: money@broaduniverse.org

We are all volunteers. We sell your books on consignment. You get 100% of the sale price you set and we take care of collecting sales tax. Books can be in-print, out-of-print, e-books, CDs, big house, small press, anthology or magazine in which your work appears, self-published, POD, whatever. The books:

*must be science fiction/fantasy/horror

*must be written by a woman member of BU (level 1)

*or an anthology edited by a woman member of BU (level 1)

*or if published by a woman, (BU level 1 member) the book must have a significant content by women.

Authors can sell copies of magazines or anthologies in which their work is published. These authors must also be female members of BU at the $30 a year level. We also have gold stickers:  “Signed by Author”  to place on your book covers.

If you are coming to Readercon, the books must be delivered to the BU table at Readercon Friday morning, and anything not sold must be picked up between noon and 4 p.m. on Readercon Sunday. You will get more information about this when you send in the form.

You must fill out the author's form (see enclosed) so that we can make sure we have your information, keep track of books, calculate sales, and be able to pay you accurately for books sold. 

If you are attending the con, we expect you to volunteer at the table for a time slot of a couple of hours to meet your fans, sign books, and connect with other BU members and the public. It's a perfect, pleasant way to sell your books and you’re not doing it alone.
